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Treating of 100 cases of lochia postpartum blood stasis
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[ Abstract] Objective: To observe Yi gong Qi and blood stasis caused by particles of postpartum lochia without a break effect.
Methods: Yi Palace particles, from Astragalus, Angelica, Dipsacus, Codonopsis, motherwort, red sage root, Patrina grass, Cyperus rotundus
and other components of Chinese medicine. Qi and blood stasis treatment of postpartum lochia without a break of 60 cases, the effective
rate of 80%, suggesting that the side with Qi intake of blood, blood circulation effect. Concluded that treatment of postpartum lochia
deficiency blood stasis of Chinese medicine prescription is not absolutely effective in reducing and preventing postpartum hemorrhage has

a distinct role.
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
