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Clinical experience of treating vertigo by the viscera deficiency and

excess dialectical method
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[ Abstract] Objective: To observe the clinical effect of the viscera deficiency and excess dialectical method in treating vertigo.
Methods: 67 patients with the different pathogeny were treated by the different acupuncture point and reinforcing and reducing practices.
Results: After treatment, followed up so far, healed without recurrence in 51 cases, accounted for 76%, 14 cases were cured, occasional

recurrence accounted for 21%, symptoms no significant improvement in 2 cases, accounted for 3%. Conclusion: The clinical effect of

viscera deficiency and excess dialectical method was good in treating viscera.
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
